	Eligible use of grant

	Premier Skills funding can be used to contribute towards the costs of:

· Accredited Football Association courses

· Capacity building courses for female coaches or referees which support their ability to deliver community football projects/training
· Networking event and mentoring support
· Project equipment – UP TO A MAXIMUM OF 50% OF THE OVERALL GRANT ONLY
· Project resources such as photocopying materials and printing costs relevant to the project
· Small prizes or rewards for young participants
· Travel to/from training courses and/or activities undertaken as part of your project
Premier Skills funding cannot be used for:

· Purchasing hardware e.g. digital cameras, laptops etc 

· Leisure and sightseeing costs 

· Purchasing gifts 

· Paying for staff wages or recruitment 

· Running elite sports initiatives
· Accommodation and subsistence
